It was during the 
wet spring of 1929, when all black raspberries in 
Ohio suffered so seriously with Anthracnose, that 
Black Beauty showed up conspicuously by its com¬ 
parative freedom from that disease. 

Black Beauty originated as a chance 
■***•*■ seedling on the fruit farm of Rosa 

Cowen, Greene County, Ohio, where it has been 
grown as a commercial variety for several years. 
Mr. Cowen had previously grown Cumberland and 
Gregg but became disgusted and gave up growing 
them because they became so badly diseased. In 
the meantime, however, he had been building up a 
stock of plants from this one seedling plant, which 
was selected from among several others as being 
exceptionally fine. Now Mr. Cowen has five acres 
of this variety, which we are introducing under the 
name of "Black Beauty," and his berries have always 
commanded the very top prices both to wholesale 
and retail.

Dear Mr. Scarff: 

Due to favorable reports which I had received 
on the behavior of a new black raspberry grown 
by Mr. Ross Cowen, Xenia, Ohio, I made a special 
trip there to observe the variety during the fruit¬ 
ing season. I was, in turn, favorably impressed 
by the thriftiness of the plants, the produc¬ 
tiveness, and the quality, appearance, and size 
of the berries. While my observations were lim¬ 
ited to one plantation, the behavior there of 
the new variety would seem to indicate that it 
is, indeed, well worthy of trial by other rasp¬ 
berry growers. I am now glad to hear that you 
are introducing this new varlefty as Black 
Beauty, and thus making it available to other 
growers.

*■* **'*'*“#*^ prominent because the canes are 

much less subject to Anthracnose than Cumberland 
and other standard kinds. Prof. A. S. Colby, Chief 
in small Fruit Culture, University of Illinois, found 
it in Bridgeport, Ind., and has made close observa¬ 
tion since that time. He states, "The plant is much 
more resistant to Anthracnose under our conditions 
than any of the other varieties we have. The fruit 
is of medium to large size and at least as good 
if not better in quality than the others we are 
growing. The plant itself is about as large as 
Cumberland and we secure a much better crop from 
the fruiting laterals, since the leaves of the Quillen 
hang on better." 

We have not fruited the Quillen here in our 
nursery but have a good block of one-year pLants and 
suggest that any grower having particular difficulty 
with Anthracnose should give this variety a trial.

If the New Logan does as well elsewhere as it 

has in the plantations visited I would consider it to 

be the best new black raspberry introduced since 

the well known Cumberland. The New Logan seems 
to possess two outstanding characteristics in partic¬ 

ular, both of them very important ones. Pirst, it 

seems to be highly resistant to the virus diseases, 
or at least shows exceptional freedom from this 

trouble at the present time. Second, it begins to 
ripen a week or so before Cumberland, thus giving 
it a decided advantage for early market.
