If THIS business could speak as a 

person, it is fair to assume that pride would weave its way in and out of an 

oration such as a firm that turns the birthday of seventy-five years has a right 

to.

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Beautiful Flowers and 

Good Vegetables Result 

From These Conditions 

RICH, sandy loam is the best, although fair 
results may be obtained from any soil 

which may be made rich and friable. Results 
cannot be expected on barren sand, or hard 
clay soils, nor under trees. 

As a soil which does not need enriching is 
seldom found, fertilizer of some sort is nec¬ 
essary. Well decomposed stable manure is 
best, but if not available, sheep manure, 
poultry manure or wood ashes are of great 
benefit. If commercial fertilizer is used it 
may be applied at the rate of four to twelve 
pounds to the square rod, but must be thor¬ 
oughly pulverized and mixed with the soil. 

Good soil and sufficient fertilizer are not 
enough. The garden must be well plowed 
or spaded, using care, if the soil is a clay soil, 
that it is not too wet. When a handful of 
soil pressed into a ball may be easily crumbled 
again the conditions are right. After being 
plowed, the surface should be harrowed, or 
raked as fine as possible, and kept so until 
the seeds are planted. 

With the soil prepared, the next thing is 
good seed, for no matter how well everything 
has been done, without good seed the result 
will not be a success. Do not forget that 
every season much good seed is lost because 
of lack of care in planting. Remember that 
five things are necessary. 

FIRST: A proper and constant degree of 
moisture. The soil should always be moist, 
never wet. To secure this cover the seed 
as soon as it is planted with well pulverized, 
freshly prepared earth, pressing it firmly over 
the seed. This firming of the soil is very im¬ 
portant, as it brings the particles of earth 
into close contact with seeds and roots, 
prevents the drying out of the soil and facil¬ 
itates quick growth. The best results are 
obtained in small gardens by laying a board 
on the row and then walking upon the board, 
or the back of the hoe may be used; but for 
truck farms and field crops a roller is equally 
satisfactory. 

SECOND: A proper degree of heat, secured 
by sowing the seed when the temperature of 
the soil is most favorable to the germination 
of the seed of that particular plant. Too high 

a temperature is often as detrimental as one 
too low. The proper temperature for each 
sort may be learned from a careful study of 
the following pages and the experience of the 
most successful gardeners in your vicinity. 

THIRD: Covering the seed to such a depth 
that while a uniform degree of heat and 
moisture is preserved the necessary air can 
readily reach the germinating seed, and the 
tiny stem push the forming leaves into the 
light and air. This depth will vary with dif¬ 
ferent seeds and conditions of the soil and 
can be learned only from practical experience. 
Iu general, seeds of the size of the turnip 
should not be covered with more than half 
an inch of earth pressed down, while corn 
may be an inch, beans an inch to two inches 
and peas one to three inches deep. 

FOURTH: Such a condition of soil that the 
ascending stem can easily penetrate it and 
the young roots speedily find suitable food. 
We can usually secure this by thorough prep¬ 
aration of the ground and taking care never 
to sow fine seeds when the ground is wet. 
Occasionally a heavy or long continued rain, 
followed by a bright sun, will so bake and 
crust the surface that it is impossible for the 
young plant to find its way through it, or a 
few days of strong wind will so dry the sur¬ 
face that the young plants will be killed. 
In such cases the only remedy is to plant 
again. 

JUDICIOUS CULTIVATION: Not only 
should every weed be removed as soon as it 
appears, but the crust which forms after a 
rain should be broken up and the ground 
stirred as soon as it is dry enough to permit 
it. The more frequently and deeply the soil 
is stirred while the plants are youag, the 
better; but as they develop and the roots 
occupy the ground, cultivation should be 
shallower until it becomes a mere stirring 
of the surface. The yield and quality of 
vegetables have often been decidedly lowered 
by injudiciously deep and close cultivation 
after the roots of the plants had fully occu¬ 
pied the ground. A very small garden, well 
cultivated and cared for, will give larger 
returns, in every way more satisfactory, than 
a much larger one poorly prepared and 
neglected.

Beautiful Flowers 
and The Reason 

A rich, sandy loam is best 
for most flowering plants. 

It is best, except in the 
case of hardy annuals, to 
start the seeds in shallow 
boxes in the house and pick 
out and reset into another 
box so that the plants may 
be of good size and strong 
when ready to set in the 
garden. 

When planted directly in 
the garden the soil should 
be fertilized and made very 
fine before sowing, and the 
plants afterwards thinned 
out, or transplanted to 
stand from two to twelve 
inches apart according to 
the variety. Do not cover 
too deeply. As a general 
rule, for the larger seeds 
cover from one-fourth to 
one-half inch, and for the 
very fine seeds merely press 
them into the soil with a 
piece of board. After sow¬ 
ing seeds press the earth 
firmly over them to prevent 
their drying up. If the 
weather is dry, water fre¬ 
quently with a fine spray.

SYYTSET PEAS 

Culture 

Early in spring make a trench three to four 
inches deep in rich, mellow soil, so arranged that 
no water can stand in it, and plant the seed In 
the bottom, covering at first only one inch deep. 
In soils at all heavy, or composed largely of clay, 
put about one inch of sand in the bottom of the 
trench and sow the seed on this, covering with 
more sand. Cover the row with a board to shed 
the rain and protect the soil from the hot sun, but 
remove this as soon as the young plants appear. 

When the plants are two inches high, cultivate 
and as they grow gradually fill up the trench. 
When the plants are about five Inches high it is 
desirable to furnish some support for the vines 
to run upon, preferably a wire netting firmly 
supported by stakes to prevent sagging, but 
strings or brush are often used with satisfactory 

results. 
The roots should not he allowed to become too 

dry. Water applied thoroughly once or twice 
a week, preferably early in the morning or in 
the evening, is usually better than light sprinkl¬ 
ing more frequently. 

The blooms should be picked before they form 
pods or the plants will soon stop flowering. 

About the only insect that is liable to cause 
serious injury is the aphis or green fly. Being 
the color of the foliage, it often does a lot of 
damage before it is discovered, so be on the 
lookout for it. Aphine or Black-Leaf 40 are 
excellent remedies (see page 110) and should 
be diluted at the rate of one teaspoonful to a 
quart of water and applied through an atomizer. 
(See pages 116 and 117.) Aphis are sucking 
insects and are killed by suffocation only, so 
that the solution must actually touch the insects 
before it will kill them. Spray thoroughly under 
and over the leaves until the solution drips from 
the vines.

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Rock Garden Seeds 
Rock gardens are yearly increasing in popularity. One of the most interesting points of 

the rockery or rock garden is that each of us may build it according to our own ideas, pro¬ 
viding it is correctly built as to drainage and the proper placing of the rocks in order to keep 
the soil in place. 

Before building the rock garden, the location should be selected in an open sunny place 
or one in partial shade, according to the variety of plants desired. In either location the 
ground must be well drained. 

The next step is to plan the rockery as to size and shape. Do not use too much stone, 
and use stones of a good size. Place the stones so that they will keep the soil from washing 
when watering or during heavy rains. 

Place the plants in the pockets of soil or in the open spaces between the rocks. Be 
sure, however, that the soil is firm around the roots of the plants.

The esseatials for a fine lawn are: First, 

a rich, well-drained soil; second, careful 
preparation of the ground, making it as 
fine and smooth and mellow as possible; 
third, a wise selection of seeds; fourth, 
sowing at such a time as to give the young 
plants a chance to become well established 
before being subjected to very dry or cold 
weather or to the direct rays of the hot 
summer sun. However much care is be¬ 
stowed on the soil and seed, no lawn will 
be beautiful without frequent mowing and 
rolling. Too much care cannot be bestowed 
upon the selection of grasses, as some 
varieties are the most luxuriant in spring, 
others in summer, others again in autumn, 
and a combination of the proper sort is 
required for a perfect, carpet-like lawn.
