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PREFACE

In offering these vocabularies to the inhabitants of Zarabesia,

I am conscious in very lively fashion of their many imjierfec-

tions ; but I hope, nevertheless, they may be of some service

in the new country. Any first attempt at reducing to writing

a new language and dictionary-making must necessarily be

tentative, and I shall be quite satisfied if my efforts prove of

value to future workers in the same field. When one reads

the statements of such men as Dr. Worcester, who in the

preface to his Dictionary wrote, " No amount of labour, re-

search, care can render such a work free from errors and

defects," or of Dr. Young, who, after the publication of his

Analytical Concordance to the Bible, involving thirty years

labour, and " striving in every way to avoid errors," tells how
a critic pointed out to him that the words " Holy Ghost " had

been omitted, it may readily be understood that my hopes for

the accuracy of my book do not run very high.

The Tebele language is of course only a variety of the

Zulu, but the Shuna is practically an unknown tongue. The
Rev. A. M. Hartmann's Dictionary and Grammar, printed

while this work was under revision, are in what may be

called the Gomo dialect, with its strongly marke<l gutturals.

The Matebele call the Mashuna of the Salisbury country

AmaGomo—the hill people. Besides this dialect may be

mentioned the Loze or Nyai, Kalafia, and Sbaflgwe, with
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many lesser variants. The present reduction to writing of

the indigenous speech of Zambesia is an attempt to present a

written basis for the Shuna language as a whole, from which

the peculiarities of the different dialects may be observed.

In the sentences at the end of the volume and in the

Notes on Grammar will be found a few examples of dialect

differences, but generally no note has been taken of these on

account of inadequate knowledge. The aid of all settlers in

Southern Zambesia is requested in the preparation of a really

satisfactory dictionary of the language of the Mashuna.

Notes in the margin of the vocabularies on any peculiarities

of speech, observed and examined with care, would be of

great value. Attention may be called especially to the

examination of new words, of new meanings and forms of

already recorded words, of variations in prefixes of nouns

from those here set forth, of the use of double prefixes, of the

past and perfect tenses indicative of the verb, and generally

the moods and tenses, and idiomatic expressions, in which

the Shuna language is believed to be very rich. Interleaved

copies of this Dictionary may be obtained from Messrs.

Whiteley & Walker. A valuable foundation in grammar

has already been laid by Fr. Hartmann.

Thde orthography adopted here is different in some respects

from that used by Fr. Hartmann ; but after fourteen years'

residence in Matebele Land, I had fixed my spelling before his

Was printed, and I see no reason to make alteration now.

Different types have been used for the two languages,

clarendon for the Tebele, and small capitals for the Shuna,

throughout the book. This, it is hoped, will conduce to

clearness.

The apposition of Tebele and Shuna words in Vocabulary I.

does not imply any corresix)ndence of meaning in those words.
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Justification for the use of the terms Tebele and Shuna

will be found in their adoption by the Rev. Fr. Torrends in

his monumental, Comparative Grammar of tJie Bantu Ijan-

ijuages. Moreover, if Zulu, why not Tebele, Shuna, Kalafia,

etc. ? Some day we may come to speak of Tebele Land and

Shuna Land, just as we now speak of Zululand, Swaziland, and

; but it is I fear too much to expect for the present.

It is hoped, hQJ^'ever, that with increasing knowledge such

abominations as " the Matebele«," " a Afatebele," etc., will

THE ALPHABET.
With one exception (h in Shuna q.v.)^ each letter lias one

sound and one sound only. Every letter of a word is pro-

nounced. The accent is always on the last syllable but one.

Pro-
nunciation may give some trouble, but give each
letter its full force, and here as always carefully
observe the native speech.

It is very often impossible, both in Tebele and in Shuna, to
distinguish between p and b, t and d, k and (i, f and v', pf and
BV, s and z. In fact the natives vary in their rendering of the
same word. In many cases a new sign for a letter occupying a
middle position in each pair given above would be convenient.
Hence when the student hears b, let him not conclude the text
wrong because p appears.
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THE CONCORD.
'• The concord between the substantive and all verbs, pronouns

and adjectives relating to it in any sentence forms a first prin-
ciple in all Bantu languages. It is established by means of
prefixes which are repeated under forms, sometimes identical,

sometimes modified before every expression which has to agree
with the noun in question. From the following illustration it

will be seen that the noun prefix forms the basis of this con-
cord."

The Tebele and Shuna languages, in common with the other
members of the Bantu famil3', distinguish their nouns by pre-
fixes or classifiers.

The
prefixes are, for the singular number, ww, ri or //, 7J, si or fjt\

ru or III, J%a ; for the plural number, ba, o, mi, ma, zin or dzin,
zwi, tu ; for both numbers hu, gu, pa.
They may be coupled together to form classes, thus, the
